Fall 2011 Grants Announced

Twenty-three proposals were received for the fall round of CWCF grants which are awarded twice yearly to assist Cath-
olic schools, parishes, agencies and ministries in their work throughout the seven counties of the Diocese of Yakima.
We are pleased to announce the seven recipients and are delighted that we (with your help) are able to support these es-
sential ministries.

KYTR Radio, the new local Catholic radio station at 88.1 FM, received $1,000 for sound equipment. St. Rose
of Lima School in Ephrata was awarded $1,500 for essential classroom equipment. $1,000 went to St. Joseph School in
Kennewick for the purchase of four MOBIs (interactive touch screen tablets that synchronize wirelessly with the teach-
er’s computer and display through a projector.

St. Paul Cathedral School will be able to use $1,000 to purchase two new computers and two new tablets to
round out their upgrade of an obsolete classroom computer system. Christ the King Parish in Richland was awarded
$1,000 for their Youth Program to purchase Catholic Youth Bibles and YouCats (the Catechism of the Catholic Church
translated into youth-appealing language.)

Catholic Family & Child Service of Yakima received two $1,000 grants. One will provide essential materials
for the Parents as Teachers program in East Yakima and the other will provide nutritious meals, exercise equipment and
mentally stimulating games for cognitively-impaired elders at the Respite Adult Day Center.

The deadline for the next round of grant proposals is January 15, 2011. Ann Sonn, Grants Committee Chair,
says "we look forward to this next opportunity to assist those groups and agencies who serve the needy and disadvan-
taged in Central Washington. As in the past, applications that focus on the needs of education and faith-formation will
also receive careful consideration.”

Otorio 2011 Subvenciones Anunciadas
