e And startup funding for new parish religious education programs

In order for the charitable distribution to be “qualified” it must adhere to
the following:

e You must be at least 70% years of age at the time of the distribution.

e The distribution must be from your Roth or Traditional IRA.

e The distribution must be made directly from the IRA custodian to
the charity.

e QCDs are limited to $100,000.00 per individual/spouse each year.

e Fora QCD to count towards your current year's RMD, the distribu-
tion must be made by your RMD deadline, generally December 31.
