the seminary at the age of 14. He was ordained on May 19, 1962 by Bishop Joseph Dougherty at St. Paul’s
Cathedral Parish.

Fr. Auve’s first assignment was to teach at Yakima Central Catholic High School, enabling him to watch his
sister finish her senior year of high school. Fr. Auve was named Headmaster of Yakima Central High School in
1966 and Principal of Carroll High School in 1969. As many can attest, there was not a day that went by
where he was not passionate about the work he was doing.

From 1975 until 2001, Fr. Auve served as Co-Pastor at Holy Family Parish, Chancellor of the Diocese, and Pastor at St. Andrew Parish. Christ
called him back into education and for the next six years Fr. Auve was the Spiritual Director at Mount Angel Seminary in St. Benedict,
Oregon.

I Fr. Auve has been connected to numerous ministries over the years including People of Praise, Marriage
Encounter, REACH, and the Charismatic Movement. Today, he is the Director for Clergy Continuing Educa-
tion and is a member of Jesus Caritas Fraternity of Priests.

Fr. Spitzer is the Founder and President of the Magis Center, which aims to revitalize
Catholic and Christian belief among contemporary Americans. He regularly appears on
EWTN and Catholic Radio sharing his findings regarding the scientific evidence for God

and the Catholic faith. Previously, Fr. Spitzer was a professor for St. Louis University,
